3.4 Marking Scheme

One mark (1) shall be awarded to every correct answer and 1/3 marks shall be deducted for every incorrect

answer. Unanswered questions will not be given any marks.

Important Note for Multiple Choice Questions - To answer a question, the candidates need to mark only

one option on the OMR sheet corresponding to the correct answer. Filling up or darkening more than one

response in any question will be treated as wrong response and 1/3 marks will be deducted as in the case

of incorrect answer. Further, if any misprinting or ambiguity in any of the question(s) is noticed by the

subject experts at the time of verification of challengesof answer keys after conduct of examination, a

policy decision will be taken as per the recommendation of subject experts.
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
